n. Essential travels with approval from WPGCTF. 

a. Sports tournament. 

b. Archery and Khuru. 

c. Karaokes, night clubs, pubs and 

discotheques.  

d. Mass gathering or celebrations 

including religious congregation, 

birthdays, promotion and other 

festive events.

20 People including 

monks allowed to attend). 

d. Shopping within Chiwog from 6:00 AM to 6:00 PM 

(Gewog Task Force shall deliver essential items for 

Chiwog without shop). 

e. Religious activities at home must be limited to family 

members with not more than 5 religious’ personnel.  

f. Construction activities with sufficient materials at 

site may resume. 

g. Emergency/Essential outbound travel (Negative RT-

PCR test result. 

h. Offices (Within the same Chiwog). 

i. Walking and cycling within the same Chiwog from 

5:00 AM to 6:00 PM.  

j. All essential services (Medical, electricity, telecom, 

waste, Cable TV etc). 

k. Public transport like buses and Taxi can operate at 

50% capacity within same Chiwog. 

a. Sports and Games including archery 

and Khuru. 

b. Vehicle movements (Except those 

approved for special cases). 

c. Visiting neighbors and Social 

Gathering. 

d. Inter-Chiwog movements (other than 

outbound travelers). 

e. Bar/Saloon/Karaokes/night 

clubs/discotheques.
